The Word This Week 

"The leprosy left him at once and he was cured." 
Thankfully,  we  do  not  encounter 
leprosy in our culture. It can therefore 
be difficult to enter into the real depth 
of  today’s  readings.  We  have  to 
understand  that  leprosy  meant 
exclusion,  rejection  and  the  end  of 
“normal”  life.  For  your  leprosy  to be 

cured would be like being given a second chance at life. 
What  is  the  cause of exclusion  and  rejection  in our 
society – or even in the Church? Who are those who 
must “live apart”? And how can we put into effect in 
our day  those most  touching of  the words of  Jesus, 
when asked if He wants to cure the leper: “Of course I 
want  to!”  We  may  see  leprosy  as  a  metaphor  of 
brokenness in this story.  Can we recognize that we, as 
well  as  our  society,  suffer  from  various  sorts  of 
brokenness?  Might we also need to kneel before Jesus 
requesting  the  deepest  healing  for which  humanity 
yearns?  Is today a new opportunity for each of us to 
choose  to  accept  Jesus’  challenge  to  fully  love  our 
neighbour?

SUPPORT YOUR PARISH 

Dear Parishioners,  
In  order  to  assist  in  limiting  the 
spread of  the COVID‐19 virus and 
to adhere to the regulations of the 
Government of Ontario during this 
state of emergency, all churches in 

the Archdiocese of Toronto have  limited attendance 
capacity at this time.  
At a time like this it can be uncomfortable to talk about 
giving. Our  primary  concern  is  the  health  and well‐
being  of  our  parishioners.  However,  these  difficult 
circumstances show just how important the offertory is 
to  the  life  of  our  parishes.   The  reality  is  that  our 
parishes  rely on  the support of  their parishioners  to 
operate  –  parish  salaries,  programs  and  ongoing 
operating  costs  (heating, water, electricity, etc.) are 
funded through the generosity of it parishioners.  It will 
be  a  challenge  for  a  parish  to maintain  operations 
without the usual weekly offertory collection. 
If you are unable to attend Mass at this time, there are 
several ways you can continue to support your parish 
at this time: 

 Drop off or mail your regular weekly offertory 
contribution to the parish office. 

 Contribute  through  pre‐authorized  giving  if 
your  parish  offers  it.  You  can  obtain  a  form 
from  your  parish  office.  Contributions  are 
withdrawn from your bank account on the 20th 
of each month. 

 You can contribute to the offertory via on‐line 
banking. To do this, we need to send you your 
unique  account  number.  Please  e‐mail  us 
at campaign@archtoronto.org.  In the body of 
the email provide us with your name, address, 
parish name  and municipality. We will email 
you your account  information which you can 
use to set up the Archdiocese of Toronto as a 
payee in your on‐line banking. Your gift will be 
forwarded to your parish. You can make a one 
time or recurring gift to your offertory.
