The Word This Week 

"A prophet is only 
despised in his own 

country." 
A  prophet's  job  is  to  open 
people's eyes  to  the  reality of 
their situation ‐ pointing out to 

them the things they would rather forget or ignore. A 
prophet  is  a  sort  of  “national  conscience”,  always 
awake to situations of  injustice and always speaking 
out about them. A prophet is commissioned to do this 
by God, who sends the prophet on his mission. Jesus is 
just such a prophet ‐ teaching and preaching about the 
Kingdom of God and the best way to live. Despite the 
welcome His message has received elsewhere, when 
He comes to His hometown He is faced with rejection ‐ 
such that “he was amazed at their lack of faith.”  What 
is curious is that they seem to accept His wisdom and 
His miracles, but because He grew up among  them 
they cannot accept Him as a teacher from God. We 
should remember that it is often hardest to stand up 
for the truth among those who know us well. 
In this Eucharistic celebration, let us give thanks for the 
grace,  for  the  life of Christ dwelling within us,  that 
gives us the courage to be hometown prophets.

The provincial government announced  that Ontario 
will  be  moving  to  Step  2  of  the  “Roadmap  for 
Reopening” plan as of 12:01 a.m. Wednesday, June 30, 
2021.    Please  note  the  following  guidelines  for 
implementation as of June 30, 2021: 
NEW  ‐  For  sacramental  celebrations,  churches  are 
permitted 25 per cent capacity in Step 2  
NEW – Parishes are now permitted to utilize 25 per 
cent  capacity  inside  the  church  and  25  per  cent 
capacity  of  the  parish  hall  for  overflow  where 
applicable. As previously noted, please ensure that all 
WorshipSafe  guidelines  are  followed.  The  faithful 
should  be  reminded  not  to  congregate  in  large 
numbers  in  or  around  the  church  before  or  after 
services.  Particular  attention  should  be  directed  to 
weddings, funerals and baptisms. 
Livestream Masses will continue to be offered at many 
parishes for those who cannot physically attend Mass 
at  this  time.  The  dispensation  from  Sunday  Mass 
continues at this time.
