The Word This Week

"Baptize them in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of

the Holy Spirit."

When the Church celebrates the
Feast of the Most Holy Trinity, it is
"% an attempt to summarize the
whole mystery of our God into
one day. This is not just a
"theological feast", but a feast
which should speak to us of this
simple fact of faith: the Father loves us, has revealed
that love in his Son, and has called into a relationship
sustained by the Spirit. It is our joy that, as baptized
members of the Church, we can somehow share in that
divine life and love which is the Trinity; becoming
children of God. God, mysteriously, lives in
relationship: the Trinity though one God, is a loving,
life-giving relationship of three Divine persons, and we
are invited to share in that unity. Through the power of
the Holy Spirit we can cry “Abba! Father,” because we
are co-heirs with Jesus our brother and children of his
Father. We are people of great dignity and of great
responsibility. We are the people the Lord has chosen
as his heritage. The mystery of the Trinity is not meant
to make this more difficult - on the contrary it is to
clarify and summarize all that our faith is about: that
we are children - with the Son, in the power of the
Spirit - of the one Father.

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Roadmap to Reopen
A Cautious and Safe Three-Step Plan
At a Glance

Roadmap to Reopen is a cautious three-step plan that
will guide a safe and gradual reopening of the province
and the lifting of public health measures based on the
province wide vaccination rate and improvements in
key public health and health system indicators. The
province will remain in each of the steps for at least 21
days to evaluate any impacts on key public health
indicators. If at the end of the 21 days, the vaccination
thresholds have been met, alongside positive trends of
other key public health and health system indicators,
then the province will move forward. Before the
implementation of the “Roadmap to Reopen”, current
measures for places of worship (limit of 10 both inside
and outside) remain in place.
