The Word This Week

“Glory to the Father, the Son and
the Holy Spirit.”

Trinity Sunday is a day to reflect upon and
celebrate just who our God is. God is revealed
to us first and foremost as a saving God. That
is what today’s first reading celebrates. The
Jewish people knew their God’s identity
because of his saving acts.
Christian belief in the Trinity was not the result
of philosophical reflection on the nature of God.
Rather, it developed as Christians reflected on
their experience of salvation in Jesus Christ
and the presence of his spirit — the spirit crying
out to God, revealed by Christ as “Abba,
Father” — within their very souls.
This is not just a "theological feast”, but a feast
which should speak to us of this simple fact of
faith: the Father loves us, has revealed that
love in his Son, and has called into a
relationship sustained by the Spirit. It is our joy
that, as baptized members of the Church, we
can somehow share in that divine life and love
which is the Trinity; becoming children of God.
God has chosen us, and we are his own
people, just as he chose the people of Israel
long ago. The mystery of the Trinity is not
meant to make this more difficult - on the
contrary it is to clarify and summarize all that
our faith is about: that we are children - with
the Son, in the power of the Spirit - of the one
Father. We are the people the Lord has
chosen as his heritage.
