The Word This Week

“My sheep hear my voice.”

This is traditionally known as “Good Shepherd”
Sunday, and is part of the continuing journey of
Easter — remember that Jesus is the Good
Shepherd who both gives his life for his sheep
and takes it up again. His relationship with us,
after the resurrection, is closer than we can
imagine: through his dying and rising, Jesus
fulfils the promise he makes in today’s Gospel:
‘I give them eternal life, and they will never be
lost.” This Sunday is another opportunity for us
to consider the consequences of the
Resurrection — how we live the Easter Story.
The call to be all for God is meant to grow day
by day. The more we are faithful t his
promptings to mature in grace, the more we
become one with God. The more we thirst for
God’s love, the more we are filled with the Holy
Spirit.  Walking with the Good Shepherd is
walking in his grace, which will carry us
through trial to triumph. Jesus has done that —
he rose again, conquering sin and death, so
that we could be with the Father. “l give them
eternal life, and they will never parish.” Our
Shepherd is saying today: Be with me, now
and forever. Let us respond with joy: Yes,
Lord. Here is my heart.

“During the month of
May we seek the
intercession of Our
Lady, Mother of Hope,
and ask her to help us
see with the eyes of
faith and devotion: the
beauty and splendour of
God in our midst and in the world. |
encourage you to take the time to get to
know Our Lady better by reading about
her, talking to her, seeking her help and
celebrating with us on 31 May at
Villanova College.”
